A couple of members brought beer from their travels to sample. Steve Schultz  brought an ale brewed by Glarus Brewing Co. in Wisconsin. John Billingslea was in Belgium in August . He brought back a nice sampling of Belgian Beers to sample and he placed some in the club’s raffle. Jerry Davis also donated a unique beer mug to the raffle. Thanks guys. 


George Bach informed us about the “Real Ale Festival” on Saturday October 21st.  It will be held at the Wharf Rat in downtown Baltimore.


Kevin Presson brought 2 aroma pots for the club to sample. Along with his accompanying literature one helped us to determine the smell of DMS (smells like cooked corn). The other pot had the aroma of grass.  The two aromas are generally considered undesirable in most beers. Kevin hopes to bring some different aroma pots to a future meeting. 


Next a vote was taken for the style competition in September, 2007. Baltic Porter (Category 12C) was the winner ahead of English Barleywine Ale and Oktoberfest.
